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USA Cares Jobs for Vets program
has formed partnerships with public
and private sector employers and
associations can facilitate with
some employment opportunities.
Funding for this program is along
several lines: Government funding
through federal and state pragrams
like Veterans Administration (VA)
can fully underwrite those veterans
who have VA rated disabilities
based on service-connected
injuries.
